More Books on Libby! 

Looking for more ebooks? We now have 

them! In 2023, we partnered with other 

Michigan libraries to share online 

collections. This means that all LDL 

patrons in the library’s legal service area 

now have access to other library’s 

collections on Libby. To access the 

partner libraries’ ebooks, you need to 

add the partner libraries to your Libby 

account. In Libby, go to MENU>Add 

Library. Search for the partner library 

you want to add (see the list below!) and 

open it. Tap Sign in With My Card and 

under Partner Libraries, choose your 

LDL library from the list and sign in with 

your barcode and PIN. 

Please note, you have to add your LDL 

barcode and PIN each time you add a 

new partner library and on every device 

you use to connect to Libby. This is an 

optional step, you do not have to add 

our library partners to continue 

accessing our collection in Libby, but it 

will give you more access to e-books and 

e-audiobooks. Please see an LDL staff 

member for help connecting to our 

partners on Libby.
